Your Lessons

On a St Juniors Junior Summer course, students will receive
20 English lessons a week. The lessons are designed to
focus on building their communication skills and confidence
in using English. Lessons will also include preparation

for excursions and activities, to help them continue their
learning outside of the classroom.
